Tuition

Tuition is paid in 3 installments. Installments include 3 months tuition. Payments
are due into the studio on September 12", December 12" and March 12", There
will be a $10.00 late fee for any payments received after the 20" of September,
December and March. NO EXCEPTIONS. There will be a $35.00 charge for any
returned checks. Any tuition not paid by the 20" of September, December and
March may result in your child not being able to participate in classes. For those
taking unlimited classes, payments are made monthly and due into the office no
later than the 7™ of each month. Same late fees and returned check fees apply.

No Deduction
Clause

There will be no deductions for missed lessons regardless of the reason for
absence. There are no refunds, credits, or transfers. Your child may make up the
class at another time. Thank you for your cooperation.

Attendance

Consistency of attendance is important to your child’s progress. Please make every
effort to have your child attend every class. If you cannot attend class for any
reason, please call the studio and let us know.

Private Lessons

If you are unable to make it to your private, you must call the studio at least 6
hours in advance. Failure to contact the studio will result in the private being
counted without refund. NO EXCEPTIONS.

Tardiness

Please make sure your child is on time for class. If you are more than 20 minutes
late your child may not be permitted to participate in class that day, unless you
have notified the studio in advance. Students should arrive 5-10 minutes prior to
the beginning of class, so that they may stretch or warm-up.

Make-Up Classes

In the event of an absence, a student may attend a make-up class (schedule
permitting) within a reasonable amount of time. To arrange a make-up class,
please contact the studio by telephone or in person. There are no make-up classes
in the studio is closed for holidays and spring/winter recesses.

Dress Code
(Will be Strictly Enforced)

Parents are responsible for ensuring that their children's clothing and hair are
appropriate for the class taken. Dance instructors have the discretion to remove
any student from class whose attire does not comply with the attached dress code.
This is a safety precaution. No jewelry is allowed (rings, necklaces,
bracelets, or watches). Small earrings are allowable.
